1. Callto Order:

2. General:

a) Selectmen to discuss outdoor dining.

The only issue the Board had was with distinguishing between Town property and
private property. When a request includes the use of Town property the Board would
need to approve the permit otherwise review by Department heads would be sufficient.
On a motion by Mr. Durant, seconded by Mr. Parent, the Board voted 5-0 by roll call
vote to approval all applicants that apply for an outdoor dining permit on their own
property subject to the approval of the Board of Health, Police Chief, Fire Chief,
Building Commissioner and the Public Works Director during the COVID-19 public
health crisis.

b) Selectmen to discuss revisions to the FY 2021 budget.

On a motion by Mr. Durant, seconded by Mr. Lucy, the Board voted 5-0 by roll call
vote to mandate a 2% cut in the budget for every department in the FY 2021 budget as
per the Executive Assistant’s recommendations.

There was a discussion regarding the warrant and whether the spending articles
should be removed. Mr. Moses suggested that he submit a recommendation on each
article for the Boards next meeting.

3. Citizens’ Issues:
Mr. Parent raised the issue of reducing or adjusting the Town Meeting quorum. There

was a lengthy discussion and the Board ultimately agreed to meet on Thursday to vote
on this.*
